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The Walk, 4 km/2.5 miles, 1 Hour, Easy

1. Start

Turn Right from the car park and Right again on the road
leading out of the village, in front of Lacock Abbey. Cross the
river by the raised path. Continue past the waymarked path

on your Left and take the next stile on your Left, just before the
chapel.

2. 0.8 km/0.5 mile

Follow the upper hedge until reaching a walkway over the
stream with a stile. Cross the stile and walk up the Left edge of
the field to a gateway in the Left corner. Cross the next field,
bearing Left to a gateway in the Lefthand corner of the far
hedge. Cross another field to meet a bend in the River Avon,
with a waymarked stile. Take care as this stile has a steep drop
and the ground can be boggy.

3. 1.6 km/1 mile

Go over the stile and follow the riverbank to a kissing gate in
the fence by the willow trees. Go through and at the next
curve leave the riverbank and cut half left across the field to
finish at the Lefthand of a raised, fenced footpath. A signpost
is visible where the path joins the river bridge at Reybridge.

4. 2.3 km/1.5 miles

Cross the river and turn Left at the T junction, following the
road for a few yards. Turn Left onto a paved path between
cottages where the road bends. Follow the path across a
field. Looking back across your route you can see Bowden Hill
to the Right and Naish Hill to the Left. Turn Left at the kissing
gate at the end of this path.

5. 2.8 km/1.75 miles
Continue along the land across a picturesque 18 th Century
packhorse bridge by a ford (one of the oldest ways into
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Wiltshire Wonderings

There is ample ac-
commodation in and around the town ranging from country house hotels
through to luxurious self -catering cottages and quaint bed and break-
fasts.

One such property is Widbrook Grange which sits on the outskirts of the
town offering charming and informal accommodation in a picturesque
Georgian country house. The hotel also offers guests an indoor swimming
pool and an award winning 2AA rosette restaurant. Double rooms start
from £125 per night.

The stunning gardens form part of the Stourhead estate and date back to

the 174006s when the | andscape was created
dammed the River Stour to create the great lake around which the gar-
dens now lie.

While the flora remains the key attraction the gardens contain other fea-
tures such as the Pantheon, Temple of Apollo and Gothic ruins, all of which
are designed to enhance the surrounding vistas.

Stourhead gardens are truly spectacular year round, especially given that
four full time gardeners continue to plant, prune and care for the ever
changing displays. Whatever the time of year, the gardens offer a different
vista. Late winter and early spring sees the arrival of snowdrops, daffodils
| and bluebells while the summer brings colour and scent in the form of mag-
| nolias, camellias and rhododendrons. However for colour on a grand scale
there is no time like autumn when the numerous trees including beech and
the spectacular North American maple send colour into the skies as they
take on scarlet red colours before finally dropping for winter.

Bowood

Like Stourhead, the Bowood Estate is home to spectacular gardens which are
open to visitors throughout the summer months. The rhododendrons are what
most people visit for, especially in the spring, when the flowers are in full bloom.
However with some 700 trees set around the grounds these gardens too offer a
spectacular array of colour in the months of September and October.

Dating back to 1792, the mature gardens of Bowood provide a natural escape
