· Entitled to display the VisitWiltshire Food & Drink logo on their advert in any Wiltshire guides.
· Included in any future Wiltshire Food and Drink marketing campaigns.
The Criteria for the

VisitWiltshire Local Food & Drink Award
· Minimum of five items per day from the menu must be local food or beverages.  Some home-grown or home-made items can be included.

· Local food is something that has been locally: 

Reared - Meat/fish/dairy

Grown - Cereals, fruit, vegetables and fruit juice (including home grown produce)

Produced - Bread, juices, jams, and honey (including home-made items)

within the county of Wiltshire or within a 10 mile radius of your property
· You must list your food supplier on your menu

· You must provide information for visitors about your local supplier
Although not obligatory, local organic produce, fair-trade products (where local produce is not available) and menus taking 'seasonality' into account, will be a bonus for the environment, the landscape and the consumer’s experience of Wiltshire…

Issuing the Award

The Wiltshire Food & Drink Award will be issued once we have received copies of sample menus and information produced for guests or visitors.
Suppliers may be contacted to:

· Verify the product fits the 'local' criteria
· Confirm purchase
The Wiltshire Breakfast award will be renewed annually.
