. Salisbury Cathedral - The 15t Century Library is now open for small group tours (max 12
people). Built in 1455 the library contains over 10,000 books dating as far back as the 9th
Century. Library Tours start at 14:00 and last approximately 45 minutes followed by delicious
cream tea at 15:00 in the Cathedral’s Refectory Restaurant. Groups with a head for heights can
take a Tower Tour to the base of Britain’s tallest spire (404ft/123m) or view medieval Arabic
carpentry markings on a Graffiti Tour.

‘Scandalous History Tour’.
